
 

 

PRIVATE & GROUP BAND INSTRUMENT LESSONS 
 

Group and private band instrument lessons are offered during school hours for students in the fourth 
through twelfth grades.  Group lessons are composed of at least three students that meet twice a week 
for a half-hour lesson and are available at a monthly rate of $60.  Private lessons meet once a week for a 
half-hour lesson and are available at a monthly rate of $70. 
 
Students who take private or group lessons will also receive an additional free hour when they meet 
together as a combined band.  The school band will be notified in a later memo regarding the specific 
time and place of practices.  If you are interested in any of the lessons, please complete the appropriate 
registration form and send it to us as soon as possible. 
 
All lessons will be available on a first-come, first-serve basis. 
 
During the first weeks of September, Mr. Sturm will visit all classrooms to demonstrate different band 
instruments and explain the rewards and challenges involved in being part of the band program.  A 
special meeting will then be scheduled for all parents and students who are interested in taking lessons 
in the variety of different band instruments.  At this meeting, Mr. Sturm will suggest many affordable 
ways for parents to obtain the musical instrument of their choice.
